Liberal Democrats in Government have
delivered a £326 tax cut for Britain’s lowest

paid workers.
The announcement made at the budget means that
soon no-one will pay any income tax on the first
£8,105 they earn.

Unlike Labour who took them for granted, Lib Dems
in Government are delivering a fairer deal for
hardworking families.

Even in these difficult economic times, Labour are wasting
millions and millions of pounds every year.

Labour and Plaid have spent more money on economic
development than any other part of the UK, but Wales is
now the poorest part of Britain and we’re falling further
behind.

They spent more of our money on the NHS than England,
but we put up with longer waiting times for treatment, and
wait longer for ambulances.

A senior finance manager revealed that £1 billion was not
being spent effectively on our NHS.
